Closed Garage Door is Key to Safety
As the days get longer and summer vacations are just around the

corner, most people forget the importance of a properly working
garage door. How many times have the kids been out playing late,
or you make a quick run to the store, to find the next morning or
later that day, your garage door has been left open? We even find
that at times a loud noise or a storm can trigger your garage door to
open. You think you’ve hit the button to close your door, but now
that you are lying in bed and you start to question whether or not
you really did close the door that exposes some of your most 
expensive possessions. We often receive reports from the TPD of
homes being vandalized because the garage door was left open. 

Please make sure that you double check to see that your house 
is locked and secure. If your garage is not connected to a security 
system you may want to look into other alarm systems. David Partin
of Overhead Doors recently filled us in on a device called the Garage
Butler. This addition to your home will automatically close the
garage door even when you forget. There are also gadgets available
that will alert you when the garage door has been left open for an
extended period of time. 

You can never be too careful. Check all the entries to your home that
they are safe, secure and have an alert system. It is always better to
be safe than sorry.

PETS
We have had an increase of phone calls at the Association Office
regarding “Pets”. We consider our “pets” residents too and they, just
like our homeowners must abide by the rules. Please review the 
following rules and be a neighborly pet owner:

•  Please make sure that your dog, cat or ferret is currently 
vaccinated with a rabies vaccine administered in accordance with
Florida law or other applicable law or ordinance and registered with
Hillsborough County Animal Services. 

•   No dog or cat is permitted outside a Residential Unit on the
Properties unless restrained by a leash and under direct control of
the person responsible for the dog or cat. Any excrement deposited
by a dog or cat on any Properties or private property of others 
within Hunter’s Green must be immediately removed by the 
person(s) that has custody or control of the dog or cat. Any 
damage or injury caused to person or property by a Pet shall be the
responsibility of the Owner of the property or Residential Unit
where the Pet is kept.

•     The Association may, by reasonable rule, restrict the type of Pets
which may be kept and may restrict the area of the Properties where
Pets may be walked. No Pet shall be allowed in any Preservation
Area. Neighborhood Associations may, by reasonable rule, make
more strict prohibitions as to keeping of Pets within any
Neighborhood.

Any nuisance complaint regarding an animal must be made in 
writing with the location, date and time included. If there is 
a disturbance in your Neighborhood please contact your
Neighborhood Association. If there is a violation on the Hunter’s
Green Common Area property send the notification to the
Association office at HGCA@huntersgreen.com.

Maintenance/Pest Control
Doing Your Part to Stop Invasive Species

Invasive species are plants, animals and microbes that are 
introduced into a non-native ecosystem and cause, or are likely to
cause, harm to the economy, environment or human health. An 
invasive species that colonizes a new area may gain an ecological
edge since the insects, diseases, and foraging animals that naturally
keep its growth in check in its native range are not present in its new
habitat, according to Audubon International. 

Audubon International offers these suggestions to help 
prevent the spread of invasive species:

•  Find out what the most troublesome invasive species are in your local 
area.

•  If you don't know it, don't grow it! Avoid buying or growing plants that  
are known to be invasive such as purple loosestrife, English ivy, and 
Oriental bittersweet. Be especially careful when buying plants and seeds 
on the internet or by mail order—you may unknowingly contribute to 
the spread of an invasive species from one part of the country to another.

•  Replace invasive plants in your garden with non-invasive alternatives. 
Use exotic ornamentals only if you cannot find a native alternative, and 
you are sure the ornamental is non-invasive. Ask your local nursery staff 
for help in identifying invasive plants.

•  When boating, clean your boat thoroughly before transporting it to a 
different body of water.

•  Clean your boots before you hike in a new area and when you  leave. The 
seeds of invasive plants can easily get transported in mud and dirt. (This 
even happens when traveling from fresh cut Bermuda to St. 
Augustine).

•  Be careful what you take with you when traveling. Fruits and vegetables, 
plants, insects and animals can carry pests or become invasive 
themselves. Don’t move firewood (it can harbor forest pests), and  
throw out food before you travel from place to place.

•  Volunteer at your local park, refuge or other wildlife area to help remove 
invasive species. Become more educated and help spread the word about 
invasive species. Learn more about your local natural areas and the 
species in your yard. This will help you identify things that are not 
native and that might be invasive.

•  Try to avoid disturbing natural areas whenever possible. Disturbing 
natural areas can increase their susceptibility to invasion by exotic 
species.
